On September
28, 2023, a media-invite event at the Terminal highlighted JWA’s vital role in
supporting air travel and commerce and its community presence in Orange

County. Speakers at the event included members of the Board of Supervisors,
Airport Director Charlene Reynolds, and the Lyon Air Museum.
Travelers passing through JWA will enjoy interactive activities throughout October.
In collaboration with Airport tenants, a cup giveaway ran at the beginning of the
month. JWA also teamed up with airlines to surprise passengers with a
commemorative souvenir. Finally, on October 19, 2023, a special celebration day
was hosted throughout the Terminal, where travelers, guests, Terminal tenants, and
Airport employees enjoyed live music, goodies, and giveaways promoting the 100th
Celebration of Flight in Orange County and the Airport’s distinguished history.

$2 from a field at Main St. and Newport Ave. In 1923, he opens a
flying school and Martin Aviation, one of the nation’s oldest
aviation firms. Eddie receives a 5-year lease on 60 acres for $35
a month.

May 6, the new terminal opens, dedicated by then-Governor
Ronald Reagan, serving an average of 30,000 passengers per
month. The runway is extended to 5,700 feet to accommodate
increased airline service.
